Meyre’s Silver Decoy
2009
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This is an eleven-inch chrome and silver-plated, folk art musky pike fish decoy. The decoy is weighted and designed by Michael Meyre of Meyre Lures Decoys. The body underneath all of the metal is basswood and the scales are chrome and silver plated copper from watchbands and belts, which are fastened by screws. The curved tail is silver plated copper from a dish and the fins are aluminum from the chrome parts of a light fixture.  The teeth are the blade of a band saw and the head has chrome silver spinners. The snout is a measuring spoon with eyes from galvanized washers and Robertson round headed screws. Ninety percent of the pieces have been screwed into the basswood the screws are hidden similar to hiding nails on shingles on a roof.  The remainder scales have been glued with industrial epoxy. The deco is signed and dated “Meyre 09 #20” on bottom.
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
